Vines at the flowering stage should protected from downy mildew attack by application of potassium salt of phosphonic acid @ 2g/L if disease is
yet to be incident or if the disease has initiated, application of potassium salt of phosphonic acid @ 4g/L along with a tank mix of Mancozeb @



2g/L should be given. In Sangli region where there is a probability of showers on Thursday or Friday application of mineral oil@ 2ml/L should be
done to remove water from the vines. Dusting with Mancozeb 75WP @2.5-3kg/acre should be undertaken in vines at the early sprouting stage.

Scheduled sprays of triazoles like Myclobutanil @ 0.4 g/L or tetraconazole @ 0.75 ml /L or hexaconazole @ 1ml/L or difenoconazole @0.5 ml/L may
be continued to manage powdery mildew.
